INTRODUCTION:

The time had come for the Gospel to be delivered to the Gentiles according to
the promise given aready to Abraham. Until now the church was strictly

Jawish with a natura prejudice against the Gentiles. Strong feelings about the
law of Moses and circumcision were ill prevalent. God intervened and

convinced Peter that he was to use the “keys’ given to him to open the door
of the Kingdom to the Gentiles just as it was to the Jews at Pentecost and to
the Samaritans.

CENTRAL TRUTH: The church has an obligation to take the gospdl to
men of every class, race, and nation.

GOLDEN TEXT: OF A TRUTH | PERCEIVE THAT GOD IS NO
RESPECTER OF PERSONS. Acts 10:34

Peter opens his first sermon to the Gentiles with the above acknowledgment.
With such a changed attitude, God was able to use Peter to build the church
and enlarge its outreach into the world.

We too must acknowledge thisif God isto be ableto use us. We are inclined
to keep our “pearl” for a select few, perhaps our children or our relatives. It
is good if we have this kind of concern for those who are dear to us but we
must aso have this same concern for our neighbor, the man or woman down
the street, or for our fellow workers. If our attitude is right, the Lord will be
able to send us into the “deserts’ as He did Philip.
