SUMMARY:





The Pharisee answered “I suppose” to Jesus’ question as to who loved the most.  Under the circumstances this question was too personal for comfort.  He would have preferred to avoid answering this question, but the answer was too obvious to say that he didn’t know.  This self-righteous Pharisee who had little or no forgiveness had to admit in answering the question that he had loved little or none.





Christ says: “Whosoever shall exalt himself shall be abased; and whosoever shall humble himself shall be exalted.”  (Matthew 23:12)  This woman was humble in recognizing her unrighteousness, while in contrast Simon had too much pride to see that he too was a sinner in need of repentance.  Therefore, he was faced with embarrassment, but the woman was lifted from her shamefulness by Jesus’ words of comfort and assurance—”Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace.”  (Luke 7:50)

INTRODUCTION:
